Today we are inaugurating a set of chimes that was added to the organ this summer.  Although the current 

organ included the chimes retained from the 1924 pipe organ, the set had 20 notes and not the current standard 

25-note compass.  The existing chimes were installed at the very back of the organ, which rendered them very 

soft to listeners in the pews.  The new chimes are visible to the right of the organ where they can be heard more 

prominently in the sanctuary.  While these chimes are new to us, this particular set was built more than 50 years 

ago.  They are often referred to as ‘graduated diameter’ chimes because the low tubes are larger diameter than 

the upper notes. This provides appropriate tonal resonance to all the notes rather than just the correct pitch. Over 

time chime manufacturers decreased the cost of chime sets by using the same small diameter metal tube for all 

of the notes. These tubes played the correct pitches but the musical quality was greatly diminished in the low and 

mid-range notes.  It has not been possible to buy new graduated-diameter chimes for decades and it is extremely 

rare that a used set becomes available, which makes this addition to our musical resources very special.
